A discussion of the 20011-2012 Duval County School budget followed.  There is a possible $97 million shortfall should the governor’s proposed Florida budget be passed.  B.R. went to Tallahassee to discuss this.  Jenny wants the parents to recognize this problem and that it will affect all of us.  We need to speak up and state that these cuts are not acceptable.  The state constitution requires the legislature to provide funds to educate our children.  Hendrickspta.com has more information.  The school district will conduct 3 community meetings on this subject---April 4, 9 and 11.  Additional information is on our website.  We need to contact the legislators about this topic.  March 24 will be the Rally on Tally.  Also, take this situation into account when voting in the upcoming mayoral election.

The next issue discussed was the possible elimination of Priority One at Landon Middle School.  She stressed how important this school is to the community.  The number of neighborhood children attending has grown exponentially over Landon’s 3 years as a magnet school.  We build communities around schools.
